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FUNDING INITIATIVE APPLICATION
ATTACHMENT #1 – BUDGET TEMPLATES

On April 22, 2015 the Department of Drug and Alcohol Programs officially announced a funding opportunity for Single County Authorities (SCAs) to provide an array of services to address the current Heroin/Opioid Overdose crisis.  The Heroin/Opioid Crisis Funding Initiative Application (FIA) was attached to that announcement and included detailed instructions for submission.  Awards resulting from the FIA will be issued as an amendment to the Grant Agreement beginning July 1, 2015 for State Fiscal Year 2015/2016.  All awards are contingent on budget approval.  
The FIA included reference to an Attachment #1 on page 3 under Detailed Budget.  Attachment #1 was not contained with the original announcement, but is being included through this correspondence. For convenience and ease of preparing the detailed budget, the attached FIA-State Funds excel spreadsheet includes three tabs:
· Funding Initiative Application Budget for SFY 2015-16 - This template is based on the Form 34 Budget utilized in the Grant Agreement, but has been altered to meet the specific needs of this proposal.   This form should be completed as follows:

· Treatment Costs - “Individuals Served” - This column should only include the estimated number of individuals to be served in each level of treatment, to include case/care management as it applies to the care management aspect to include screening, assessment, placement, authorization, continued stay review and liability determination. 
· Treatment Costs - “Treatment 80% Minimum” – This column must include, at a minimum, 80% of the total proposal for Intensive Treatment as defined on page 1 and the first bullet under Eligibility on page 2 of the original FIA.  The budget narrative should adequately address the application of medication assisted supports intended for the various levels of treatment. It is important to note that while case management expenditures may be included under Treatment Costs, only those costs associated with the care management aspects of case management (screening, assessment, placement, authorization, continued stay reviews and liability determination) would be included under Activity 9100 Case/Care Management in this column. 
· Other - “Non-Tx Project Budgets 20% Maximum” – This column includes activities associated with outreach, education, training, prevention, and case management.  SCAs are limited to spending no more than 20 percent of the total grant award for these activities.  Activity 9100 Case/Care Management for Non-Treatment (Tx) Budgets should only include those costs associated with case management beyond the care management activities described above.  Outreach, education and training directed towards hospital personnel or law enforcement will be captured under Activity 5400 – Special Projects. Outreach targeted to individuals in potential need of treatment would be included under Activity 7200 – Intervention.  General education provided as Prevention to groups of individuals would be reflected as Activity 6200 – Education.
· Other - “Outcomes 20% Maximum” – This column includes activities utilized to facilitate Outcome Tracking, as required on page 1 of the FIA, and includes the items listed under the bullet at the top of page 3.  SCAs are limited to spending no more than 20 percent of the total grant award for these activities. Such activities would be captured under Activity 5300 – Evaluation and Research. 

· Funding Initiative Application Project Budget(s) - This form only applies to funds utilized under the “Other” category for Non-Treatment (Tx) Projects and Outcomes.  The FIA-Project resembles the Form 315, but was changed to include multiple columns to breakdown the costs for each project, including projects associated with data collection, performance measurement and assessment, and publication of outcomes data.    

· Project Summary - This form only applies to funds utilized under the “Other” category for Non-Treatment (Tx) Projects and Outcomes.  The Project Summary tab should be utilized to provide a brief project description and justification for each corresponding project identified on the FIA Project tab.
